PHYSICAL MAP OF EUROPE

HISTORICAL NOTES: As we have read in EXPLORING OUR WORLD, Chapter Ten, our class instructions and discussions, and in creating our Chapter Ten, Section One Outline, the European continent is extremely diverse.  Throughout the ages, European cultures have been greatly affected, shaped, and maintained by the continent’s varied physical environment.  Traditionally, political boundaries are determined and carved by the land and water bodies of the continent. However, the landmass of Europe blends into the continent of Asia; therefore, the total block of land is called EURASIA.  Europe is to the west toward the Atlantic Ocean, and Asia is to the east toward the Pacific Ocean. Physical features divide the two continents and isolate their cultures.  To survive and establish and maintain cultures, ethnic groups developed traditions of language, religion, family, government, education, and social customs such as: food, dress, song, holidays, recreation, etc… European nations have established strong national and ethnic identities.  These ethnocentric (focused on one’s culture) attitudes have been the cause of great achievements and great suffering in European and World History.

Review EXPLORING OUR WORLD “Reference Atlas”: EUROPE: Political p. RA18-19.

Review Chapter Ten: “Physical Geography of Europe” pp. 272-284.

Use the GAZETEER and GLOSARY of your textbook to help with location and spelling of geographic features.

Use online support links and CONNECT ED Atlas and digital text and maps.

You have Monday-Thursday evening to complete the map. Due Friday morning.

The Test will be on Friday.  It will be an Objective Format and include twenty water bodies and twenty land bodies of Europe. 

The map will be accessed for content: completion of all water and land features. 

The map will be accessed for conventions: spelling, order, creativity, neatness, overall effort. 

EC will be given for any additional efforts such as map keys, original or digital designs.

Check off water and land body listed as you label each on the map.

Complete in pencil or ink and block print or cursive.

Draw lines out into empty spaces (Ocean or Asian area) to create room for labeling. 

Use colored pencils to color code individual nations by shading each nation’s territory with colored pencils or crayons.  Shade lightly so not to distract from nation’s name and city.

Draw icons or symbols to show mountains; draw in rivers.

Shade in Atlantic Ocean and European seas to keep a land vs. water perspective.

Quiz yourself on the location of all water and land features.

Take your time, learn, be neat, and enjoy!!!

REMEMBER: Physical features of a region’s land, water, location, and climate shape a culture.  Europe’s geography is diverse and divides its people; therefore, many cultures have developed throughout the centuries.  This can be both a positive and a negative circumstance.
