Description of Classes: 
Beginners/Advanced Beginners- Irish dance lessons will teach the basic beginner 
soft shoe steps, along with beginner ceili set dances. During this session, students will 
be learning the first steps of the jig and reel, as well as hop 2-3's to participate in ceilli 
(group) dances. 
Intermediate- Irish dance lessons will implement new intermediate individual soft shoe 
steps, along with ceili dances. Intermediate dancers also begin more complicated 
choreography routines. 
Advanced- Dancers must be invited to join the Advanced group. Students at this level 
learn more advanced/intense choreography and are expected to make a serious 
commitment to Irish dance (attending all practices and shows, practicing daily at home)
